during the breeding season 2022-2023. In consideration for this breeding, the MARE OWNER agrees to pay the stud fee of euro __________, in full, in advance, plus a fee of 200 euros to cover the costs of storage and importation, as well as any additional charges involved to our agent, Matamata Vets for board, insemination and care costs, or for semen shipping within New Zealand. I understand that I must return one signed and dated copy of this contract, to Mts. Nijhof, Kulsdom 9, 7274 EG GEESTEREN, The Netherlands to initiate this contract. The signed contract must either be faxed to: 00- 31 – 545 48.12.71, or scanned signed copies may be emailed to info@team-nijhof.com.

If the breeder plans to use ICSI please refer to the ICSI contract elsewhere on the Team Nijhof NZ website at teamnijhof.nz.

When the signed copy has been received by Nijhof (sire owner) then we will invoice you for the breeding. Once we have received payments for the breeding the semen will be released to you in New Zealand. The cost in New Zealand dollars will be whatever the exchange rate is for euros at the time of payment. 

For each cycle one or two doses of frozen semen will be released to you. The mare owner must make every effort to use a suitable mare, preferably a mare that is proven to be fertile, and if the mare has not previously had a foal, then the mare should be younger than 11 years of age. The mare owner must use a qualified vet or technician for the insemination, and provide proof of this on request. 

If the mare is not pregnant after two attempts, then another dose of frozen semen will be released to you. If the mare is not pregnant after three attempts, or the foal is aborted or dies within 24 hours of birth, please email Jeanette at info@teamnijhof.com, or fax a veterinary report to fax number: 011.31.545.48.12.71 and more frozen semen will be released to you the following breeding season for an additional fee of 250 euros. There will not be a refund of stud fees if the mare is not pregnant. 

If the mare owner wishes to change mares or stallions that is no problem, please contact Jeannette Benedict-Nijhof to change the mare or stallion name on the contract and to enquire about the price difference in stallions.

Unless by agreement with Team Nijhof, these semen return arrangements are only valid for two seasons. 

Team Nijhof remains owner of the straws and unused semen-straws must be returned to Matamata Vets in New Zealand at the mare owner’s expense. 

If the breeder wishes to retain any remaining semen, for using with another mare or for the following year, then a new contract will need to be filled in and sent to Team Nijhof, and an additional service fee paid. 

The Sire Owner will only release frozen semen of good quality.
